The author introduces to the scientific circulation
and analyses such notion as informational criminality
and defines it as a type of criminality, which manifests
itself in the informational sphere (the sphere of social
relations, stipulated by informational recourses,
informational infrastructure, production, distribution,
transmission, consumption of information), where
informational bound in relation to criminality is
represented as its important determinating feature. The
author asserts that there are two main peculiarities of
inter bounds of criminality and information. On one
side information is the object of criminal infringement,
on the other — the way to commit a crime. In the first
case it is possible to do anything to information (to
steal, to collect illegally, to spread, to store in order to
transmit, to transmit, to obliterate, to modify, to block,
etc.). In the second — slander is named as a way, insult,
threat, deception, frightening, hypnosis, neurolingvistic
programming, encoding, making a zombie, etc..

Al Ryasov, D.A. Ryasov. The Concept and
Criminological Characteristics of the Causal Complex
of the Law-Enforcement officers felony.

Moral values are rather important in formatting the
professionalism profile of law-enforcement officers and
could be considered as: 1) stimulating the fixed action
motivation and strengthening social or antisocial way
of behavior; 2) deterring antisocial behavior; 3) creating
an individual motivation, e.g. for ideological, political,
ethic reasons.

86,8% of the interviewed functioning law-
enforcement officers announced the fixed way of
solving definite operational or investigatory preblems,
but not law regulations to guide them in their work.

The work of a law-enforcement officer is being
guided by two forms of social regulations: the law and
moral values.

These also could be partly specified
notions, the issue of that being clarified by the definite
case circumstances.

Thus, the conclusion being made is: 1) to specify
means to gather the concept and the issue of any legal
regulation by means of referring to a definite real life
situation; 2) the language of the law must be as definite,
laconic and plain as possible; 3) it is more appropriate to
refer the concept of appraisal as “appraisal categories”
or “appraisal notions”; 4) reduction of appraisal notions
in legislation would minimize possible mistakes in
qualification; 5) in order to improve criminal legislation
it is necessary to specify some appraisal categories in
law.

S. E Milykov. Reference of the Official Opponent
to the Thesis for Doctor’s Degree G.Y. Lesnikov on
the Topic “Criminal Law Politics in Modern Russia
(methodological, theoretical and organizational
aspects)”, specializing in 12.00.08

The Opponent is definite in claiming nowadays
criminal law politics to be inconsequent, contradictory,
insincere and weak. Though, the thesis paper valuable
in having such information sources as the interviews
of 37 experts in criminal law and criminology and 52
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs leading employees.
The author of the paper had defined the notion of
“criminal law politics” term, founded the regulations
on the responsibility of entrepreneurs and other owners
for security, defined the contemporary criminal law
politics in Russia to be of polystandard character.
The author claimed that the criteria for appreciating
the effectiveness of the criminal law politics should be
based on the independent gallop poll.

The disadvantages of the paper are as follows:
the uniting of such periods of criminal law politics
formation as Civil War, NEP, the Industrialization
and Collectivization, The Great Patriotic War and the
Period of Rehabilitation. The author is not objective in
appreciating the October Revolution and its criminal
law politics. The author underappreciated the works of
A. A. Gertsenson, G.N. Gorshenkov, A.B. Petrov and
the others. The example of “mini-reform” in criminal
legislation in 2003 as the realization of the demands of
civil society is thought of as not correct.

Though, in general the thesis paper is considered to
be worthy.

In 1956-58 — he had been the member
of the committee of presidium of Supreme Soviet of the
USSR on rehabilitation. Since 1961 up to 1965 he had been
in charge of the department of criminal law and the process
of the Higher School of MIA, then fsice 1965 till 1979 he
had been occupying the position of the deputy, after that the
head of ARI of MIA of the USSR. Since 1979 till 1984 he
had been the head of the Academy of MIA of the USSR, the
member of the board of the Ministry. At the same time he was
the representative in the committee of U.N.O. on prevention
of criminality and the expert of the USSR in O.U.N. Since
1984 till the last days of his life he had been working as the
chief research officer of the University of State and Law of
Academy of Sciences of the USSR. For more then 25 years
(1969-1997) he had been a member of the expert’s board
of the higher examination board on conferring of scientific
degrees and scientific ranks. Since 1963 till 2001 he had been
a member of scientific consulting board at the Supreme Court
of RF. With his active assistance the projects of CL and CPL
of Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic of 1960, CL
of RF of 1996, and other bills were made. He is the author
of more then 300 papers on the problems of criminal law ,
criminology, criminal process, organization of law machinery
activity, in particular: “Crimes against life” (6 editions were
published from 1963 till 2003); “Fight against criminality:
theoretical model of the complex program” (1990); “Criminal
behavior and psychological anomalies” (1998, co-author);
“Court practice to the Criminal Law of RF” (2001) and many
others. He was the scientific supervisor and consultant of 36
Ph.D. Thesis and 5 thesis for Doctor’s Degree. Borodin S.V. is
a Doctor of Jurisprudence, the professor, the honored lawyer
of RF, lieutenant-general of internal service.
